It was suggested by Linda Shivers that we include our youth in these 
discussions.  All those present agreed.

APRIL IS NATIONAL CLEAN OUT YOUR MEDICINE CABINET MONTH1 

We all have medicines that sit in our cabinet without consideration until we need them.  If 

we are lucky enough not to need them often, these medicines can expire without our real-
izing it.  Please take a few minutes to inspect your medicine.   

1] Check Expiration Dates:  Put aside all prescription medications, over-the-counter med-
icines, and natural or herbal remedies that have expired. 

2] Review the Medicines that are Left:  Do not keep medicines that have caused allergic 
reactions or side effects.  If you no longer need a medicine, dispose of it– see below. 

3] Store Your Medicine Safely:  Medicine should be stored in a cool, dry place out of reach 

of children and pets.  Prescribed narcotics should be stored in a medicine safe in 
households with children or addicts in the family.  “According to results from the 2016 

National Survey on Drug Use and Health, unused prescription drugs were the most 
common source of misuse and diversion in teens.”1 

4] Keep the Medication in its Original Packaging:  Don’t mix different products in the 

same container. 
5] Check the Medication Carefully: “Put aside all medication that seems altered, whether 

by taste or smell, as well as what was not stored properly.”2 

SAFE MEDICINE DISPOSAL: 

Improper disposal of medication has endangered some water supplies, so we need to find 
a place for proper disposal.  Remove all personal identifiable information from the bottles 

and packaging to make it unreadable.

DCP/Drug-Control-Division/Drug-Control/Local-Drug-Collection-Boxes 
http://disposemymeds.org/ is a site to find independent pharmacies that collect used 

medications.   

The DEA’s National Take Back Day is Saturday April 27, 2019 from 10 am to 2 pm.  

Their website, https://takebackday.dea.gov/ has a locator to find the places taking part 
in the event near you.  The following local police stations will accept medications during 
National Take Back Day:  South Windsor Police Department, Ellington Resident Troopers 

Office, CT State Police Troop C, East Windsor Police Department, East Hartford Police and 
Public Safety Complex, and Wethersfield Police Department.
